Please don’t forget to order school meals 

for next week, before the deadline of 

Thursday at 6pm. Order meals using the 

link. 

The link for the start of next term will be 

set up at the start of the holidays and will 

be available online throughout the six-

week break. The deadline for ordering 

meals will be the Thursday before the 

children return to school. 

You will be sent the link and a reminder 

to book towards the end of the holidays. 

If your child is entitled to benefits related 

free school meals, they will receive a £30 

supermarket voucher every two weeks 

during the school holiday. 

Please do remember that if your family 

circumstances change and you believe 

your children may have become eligible 

for benefits related free school meals, 

you can ask the office team to check your 

eligibility.

We are aware that over the past year many children 

have had to miss significant periods of schooling 

owing to having Covid-19 or having to isolate 

because others in their household have had the virus. 

We are delighted that despite this, the attendance of 

children at The Blake has remained in line with the 

national average.  Thank-you for all that you have 

done to bring your children into school whenever you 

have been able to do so. 

As you think ahead to next year, please do continue 

to make appointments out of school time wherever 

you can and do make sure children arrive at school 

on time.  If your child misses just 10 minutes of 

school every morning, over a year they will have 

missed over 6 full days of learning time.
