Welcome to Year Five!

Hello and welcome to Terms Five and Six.  We were so pleased with the efforts of Year Five to complete their Easter embroidery and chocolate boxes, both Design and Technology Projects – one developing skills over a longer time period and one completed within a few weeks.  This term coming, we have our Play “The Jungle Book”, to look forward to.  It will be a cross curricular project with English, Music and Dancing.  We are pleased to welcome Mrs Powell to our teaching team. She will be with us on a Monday and Tuesday.        

Times of the school day 
Year 5 open their cloakroom doors at 8:55am.  We would ask for your support in ensuring that the children arrive promptly in the morning.  The doors are locked at 9:10am and any latecomers must enter through the school office where a register of late arrivals is kept.  Break time is from 10.40am – 11.00am. Lunch time starts at 12:00pm and finishes at 1:00pm, Year 5 eat their lunch 1st and then go out to break. The school day finishes at 3.15pm.

Collective worship
During the week we have an act of worship every day, either as an assembly or in our classrooms. The children end the day with a reflection time, when they think about the things they have achieved during the day and then say the school prayer.

Curriculum
Subjects such as Maths, English (including spelling and grammar), Science, PE, RE, French, ICT and PSHE tend to be taught separately, but other subjects may be taught in a cross curricular manner through ‘topics’ such as our Rainforests to link the Mayans, Art, Music and English with the Jungle Book Play. 

Emotional and social development
Through our whole class and group PSHE sessions, the children learn skills that help them to get on with others in a positive way. We find this helps them to foster good relationships in the playground and enhance their ability to regulate their emotions. 
















PE
PE kit is required to be in school on Tuesdays and Wednesdays for both Year 5 Classes. It is important that your child has their PE kit in school at all times in case the time is changed or it is needed for another activity. 

Our PE kit is as follows; 
· Indoor kit – Plain white T-shirt (with or without school logo) and black shorts
· Outdoor kit – Plain white T-shirt (with or without school logo), black shorts or jogging bottoms, sweatshirt (for cold weather) and trainers. 

Long hair needs to be tied back for PE so a hair-tie should be brought in if required. Earrings need to be removed by the child prior to the start of the lesson. Some children choose not to wear earrings on PE days as they find this easier. PE is part of our curriculum and therefore all children are expected to take part. If there is a medical reason why they cannot participate, a letter or email signed by a parent or carer is required.

Homework
Homework tasks are related to the week’s work or cross-curricular topic. Usually spellings, times tables and one other piece of work will be set on Friday. We collect it in on the following Wednesday, thus giving time during the weekend or the week to complete the work. Occasionally, we will set a more project based homework and give longer for it to be completed. This work should be mainly done by the child, with support if required.  Some parents have written on the work the amount of support needed and level of difficulty or ease experienced by the child; this is very helpful to us.  Of course, your child may also write a short comment themselves. We understand that family life is often busy and please let do let us know if your child is unable to complete their homework for particular reasons such as a Brownie Camp or a special weekend trip; the main aim is for your child to take responsibility for their learning outside school as well as inside school.  

Reading
As your child becomes more independent at reading, they may want to continue reading with you or will read on their own.  Many families do read together.  Please do continue to talk with your child about the book they are reading.  Your child will need to have a book in school every day.  We have reading journals for the children to record different aspects of their reading.  There is normally a task to complete for homework to be recorded in the reading journals. As well as reading accurately and fluently, your child needs to be able to discuss what they have read, referring to the text to back up their answers.  They are also working on developing the skills and confidence to read aloud, with expression, to an audience, e.g. reading a story to the rest of the class. Your child will have access to books from the Year 5 reading area and the School Library.

 Year 5 Curriculum Overview - Terms 5 and 6

Over the next two terms we will be covering the following areas in our curriculum:
Maths

Ongoing: 
· Daily revision of concepts to keep skills on the boil. 
· Recall multiplication and division facts using activities such as Number Club and Hit the Button.
Fractions:  
· Multiply proper fractions and mixed numbers by whole numbers. 
· Find fractions of amounts. 
Decimals: 
· Round decimals with 2 decimal places to the nearest whole number and to 1 decimal place. 
· Recognise, write percentages as a fractions with denominator 100 and as a decimal fraction. 
· Solve problems with percentage and decimal equivalents of 1/2 , 1/4 , 1/5 , 2/5 , 4/5 and with a denominator of a multiple of 10 or 25.  
· Add and Subtract decimals. 
· Multiply and divide decimals by 10, 100, 1000. 
Geometry & Shape: 
· Estimate and compare acute, obtuse and reflex angles. 
· Draw given angles, and measure them in degrees (°) using a protractor. 
· Identify angles with a total of 90, 180 and 360 degrees. 
· Identify 3-D shapes, including cubes and other cuboids, from 2-D representations. 
· Use the properties of rectangles to deduce related facts and find missing lengths and angles. Distinguish between regular and irregular polygons based on reasoning about equal sides and & angles.
Geometry & position: 
· Identify, describe and represent the position of a shape following a reflection or translation, using the appropriate language, and know that the shape has not changed.  
· Find lines of symmetry and complete a symmetrical shape. 
Measurement: 
· Converting units Kg, Km, mm, ml, metric, imperial and units of time. 
· Use timetables.
English

Reading: 
· Reading a wider range of fiction, non-fiction and poetry silently in their heads or out loud with a clear and audible voice.
· Recommend books they have read to peers with reasons for their choices. 
· Discuss what they have read, asking questions to clarify their understanding of text. 
· Comprehension about Rudyard Kipling, his poems and stories. To quote the text, understand inference and note how characters are developed.
· Reading and acting out play scripts with good intonation and a clear voice.
· To learn poems off by heart.
Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar:
· Use strategies to learn spellings including suffixes and prefixes, homophones, silent letters as well as words from the Year 5 & 6 and personal word lists. 
· Identify and name parts of a sentence and know what they represent. 
· Use commas and hyphens to add clarity for meaning.
· Proof read work to check for spelling, punctuation and to ensure the meaning is clear.
· Edit work by adding or deleting words and phrases to improve it for the intended audience.
Writing: 
· Writing with joined and even size handwriting along a line.
· Developing cohesive links and phrases within sentences and across paragraphs including fronted adverbials, subordinate clauses and relative clauses.
· Writing paragraphs with a mix of description, action and speech.
· Building a wider vocabulary with the use of dictionaries and thesauri. 
· Identify features of a play script.
· Write a play script from a story. 
· Write a story from the play script. 
· Developing speaking and listening skills including speaking aloud to generate ideas.
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Science
Property of Materials: 
· Compare and group everyday materials on the basis of their properties and give reasons for their uses. 
· Demonstrate that dissolving, mixing and changes of state are reversible changes
· Investigate irreversible changes.
Living things and habitats/Animals:
· Describe the differences in the life cycles of a mammal, an amphibian, an insect and a bird.
· Describe the life process of reproduction in some plants and animals.
· Describe the changes as humans develop to old age.
Science Skills:
· Plan own investigations with a control and variables.
· Observe, measure, record results and conclude. 


History: Mayans
· Research using primary and secondary sources to find out about life, art and culture for rich and poor Mayans.
· What do we know about Mayan values and religious beliefs and how do they differ from our culture in the UK now?
Geography: Rainforests
· Use maps and an atlas to find and describe the physical nature of rainforests. In particular, the rainforests in Mexico & South America compared to India. 
· Describe and understand key aspects of how humans have affected the rainforests with deforestation and Climate Change. 
· Understand how some countries and companies are reforesting areas and providing for fair-traded products. 















RE: 
Synagogue, Cathedral and Mosque. 
· Can Christians worship in a Mosque? 
· Can Jews worship in a Cathedral? 
· Can Muslims worship in a church? 
· Is Moses important for the Jewish people to remember?


PSHE

· Play and perform in solo, ensemble contexts with some accuracy, control, fluency and expression. 
· Maintain their part whist others are performing a different part.
Motown & Classical Western Music
· Listen and appraise to identify instruments and how the texture, pace and timbre of sound creates an effect or emotion.  
· Voice opinions with reasons for their views of certain songs or artists. 

Computing (ICT)
· Select, use and combine a variety of software to accomplish given goals:
· Review and analyse a computer game, describing elements that make a successful game.
· Design their own game with a setting, characters images, sound and animations. Write instructions.
· Assess and evaluate their game.
· Understand the opportunities computer networks offer for communication. 
· Identify a range of ways to report concerns about content and contact. 
· Recognise acceptable/unacceptable behaviour.
